narrating a similar hadjth or from a similar hadith of the trustworthy Tabi7nthat must be
narrated according to their conditions and doctrine, in what we will mention, God willing,
and with God is success.”

* And an explanation of what Al-Daraqutni obligated them with is as follows:

1/ those for whom al-Bukhiari and Muslim or one of them have narrated.

2/ Trustworthy narrators that al-Bukhari and Muslim or neither of them have narrated
from.

he obliges them to narrate their hadjths since they are similar to the narrators from whom
they narrated in the Sahifs or one of them.

* During my reading of the book, I found that he mentioned two examples and considered
them to be weak and thus these two examples are not according to his condition in al-
Ilzgm3t. This motivated me to compare all the chains of transmission and places that al-
Daraqutni mentioned in the book with the rest of his books, especially the book of 74/in
which I found two other incidents. The total is four incidents of what he mentioned in al-
IIzgm3t and they are weak for him. I proceeded after gathering information to explain them
